& ( At CMIS, most of our students stay
with us for many years. However, when students cannot continue to study with
us for any reason, it is necessary for them to properly withdraw from school.
This allows us to clear their financial records, issue them a school-leaving
certificate, and forward their grade reports and transcripts to their next school. It
also leaves the door open for the student to possibly return to CMIS again in the
future.

If you know that you will be leaving CMIS,  you should inform your child’'s
teacher as soon as possible. Within one month of your last day, you need to
complete a withdrawal form, available from the school office. You will need to
check out with the Library, Finance Office, and Vice Principal, as well as return
your child’s text books. As a courtesy, you should also inform your child’'s
coaches, music and drama teachers, and extra curricular activity coordinators.
You will also want to schedule an appointment with the director and / or school
principal to discuss any issues that might affect your child’s education or your
reasons for leaving the school.

If you intend to return to CMIS in the future , you must leave a 10,000 baht
deposit on file with the Finance Office to reserve your space and guarantee your
readmission upon your return. The deposit is not a fee, and will be applied to
the student’s account when you return. According to CMIS policy, as stated on
the Fee Schedule, students who return after less than one academic year are
not required to pay a re-enroliment fee. For those who return after an absence
of one or more academic years , however, the 10,000 baht deposit will go to
pay the re-enrollment fee.

Each year, CMIS turns away many qualified applicants because all of our
classes are full. By keeping us informed of your plans to withdraw, you can help
us properly plan for the future and allow others to experience the benefits of a
CMIS education.
